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8. How  to find us  

Bus: 

Lymington Bus Station is situated just off the High 

Street, a 2 minute walk from the museum. Take the 

56 or 56A from Southampton or 121,123,124 from 

Bournemouth (Wilts & Dorset Buses).  

 

 Train:  

 Lymington Town Railway 

Station is situated south of the museum, approximately a 

10 minute walk away.  Connections can be made from 

Brockenhurst Station on the main line. 

 

Car:   

From the east leave the M27 at Junction 2, follow the 

A326 towards Fawley, then take the B3054 through 

Beaulieu to Lymington.  

From the west and north follow the A337 to Lymington.  

Once in Lymington, follow the brown signs to the Museum and car park. 

 

Parking:   

Short stay (3 hours) parking is available in Emsworth Road next to the 

museum.  Two disabled spaces are situated next to the building.  

For long stay parking (up to 20 hours) follow Emsworth Road round to the 

right.  The car park is on the left.   

All car parks are Pay & Display.  New Forest District Council Parking Clocks, 

valid for one year, are available to purchase from the Visitor Information 

Centre in the museum building or from the council offices. 
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2. Access 

 

 

St Barbe Museum  is fully accessible to 

wheelchairs and pushchairs.   

 

The museum is accessed by steps to the front 

entrance or a ramp at the side with an automatic 

door.  The displays are all on one level.   

 

 

Display cases, information and activities  in 

the museum are positioned at a height suitable for 

small children and wheelchair / pushchair users.  

Where possible the same is true of the changing 

exhibitions in the galleries. 

 

 

The displays  allow ample room for free movement and 

those in the museum are child friendly ð this means that 

there are many things on open display that can be touched.   

 

The galleries display a changing programme of art and 

sculpture which may be of a more fragile nature.  For more 

information on this please contact us prior to your visit. 

 

 

 

Seating  is available in all galleries (look out 

for the bench in the railway section of the 

back gallery) and there is a wheelchair 

available to borrow. 

 

 

 

Magnifying sheets and torches  are available if you 

would like to borrow them to explore the exhibitions.  

Information labels are produced in large print.

3. Facilities  

 

Toilets:  

We have a Gents, a Ladies and a Disabled toilet 

with baby changing facilities.  Unfortunately we are 

not able to dispose of nappies so we do ask that 

you take them home with you.  Potties are also 

available.  Toilets are situated by the Timeline. 

 

Gift Shop:  

The museum gift shop is situated in the entrance and is also the point 

of exit.  This provides added security from children exiting onto the 

street unnoticed.  Shop gifts start at 10p (marbles). 

 

Refreshments:  

The museum does not have a café facility, although drinks may be 

available during some special events.  The High Street is a one 

minute walk from the museum and offers a range of café, restaurant 

and take away facilities.
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Activities:  

Trails and activity sheets are available on 

clipboards as you enter the gallery.  These 

relate to the displays in the museum. 

At each display case there are activities in the 

bottom drawer.  These are some of the other 

activities and things to interact with.
